2011-2012 School of Sciences Dean’s Supplemental Travel Grants
Description:
[bookmark: _GoBack]The School of Sciences Dean’s Travel Grants are grants of up to $1,000 which are designed to support SOS faculty and students (both graduate and undergraduate) by enabling them to travel and present their research findings at professional meetings and conferences.  These funds are meant to supplement, not replace, the primary funding for travel, which resides at the departmental level.  They might be used, for example, to supplement departmental funds and allow travel to an international meeting, or to subsidize travel to an additional meeting.  For student grants, some cost sharing by the department would also be expected.

Process and procedure for applications:
· Applicants should be making a scholarly presentation at the conference in order to be eligible for this grant.
· Applications for undergraduate and graduate students are submitted jointly by students and their research advisor.  
· Grants will be funded at the discretion of the Dean, however, every attempt will be made to provide constructive feedback on unsuccessful applications, in order to improve the odds of future success.  
· Faculty may only receive one Dean’s Supplemental Travel Grant per academic year.  
· Funds should ordinarily be spent by August 31 of the year of the award; exceptions to this must be arranged in advance.

Justification:  A brief statement as to why travel to this meeting is of particular benefit to the individual, the department, and the School of Sciences.
